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13 States
'13 States' is a documentary following two independent film makers and an actor travelling across the U.S.A. and their attempt to make a feature film for under $10,000.

They have no script, only each other as crew members and 5 weeks to complete the task. The rules of funding also forbid them from telling anyone they don't have a script, including the other actors and documentary crew.

What follows is a frantic rush that pushes them all to breaking point and frequently way past it as the three of them try to write scenes, cast other actors and find locations in the time given and within the budget specified.

Beginning in New York City, they find themselves hopelessly under funded and incapable of getting anyone to commit to the project on a deferred payment basis. Shooting is delayed by almost two weeks, leaving three weeks to shoot the film and travel the width of the U.S. to finish at their final destination - Los Angeles.

Forget the glamour and glitz of the many so-called 'making of' featurettes that come packaged with most studio releases, this is the brutal reality of filmmaking as you have never seen it before.

From the early days of pre-production where their lead actor breaks his ankle in two different places to the lead actress walking out, never to return, on the first day of production and a spectacular falling out with the documentary crew, '13 States' is a hilarious, sometimes cringe worthy behind-the-scenes look at how independent movies try to get made.
